• Responsible for performing general labor duties, including painting, cleaning, landscaping, filling potholes, 
assisting with sign installations, painting fire hydrants, assisting in hydrant repair. 

• Locate and operate water system gates. 

• Assist with trash collection efforts. 

• Perform maintenance, daily upkeep, and customer service at the Recycling Center. 

• Assist with customer service calls. 

• Perform other duties as necessary for public works.

• A valid Class D Massachusetts Driver’s License is required.  
• Must possess the ability to: 

o follow oral and written instructions and to visually locate and identify objects  
o comply with City and Department policies and procedures 
o establish and maintain effective working relationships with supervisors, co-workers and the 

general public.
